Fish live 

underwater, and 

breathe through 

gills. They usually 

have fins and 

elongated bodies 

covered in scales.

Reptiles have dry, 

scaly skin. Most 

of them lay soft-

shelled eggs on 

land.

Amphibians can 

live both on land 

and in water. The 

young hatch from 

eggs with gills, 

but develop lungs 

as they grow.

Birds Fish Reptiles Amphibians 

Annelids have no 

legs and 

segmented 

bodies.

Echinoderms are 

animals with 

'spiny-skin'. 

Molluscs have 

soft bodies. Many 

have a hard outer 

shell.

Coelenterates 

have soft bodies
