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Topic Letter   Summer Term 2
2021
As we move into our last term of the school year, I hope this message finds you all safe and well and busy learning and having fun!
What a very strange world we are living in at the moment…..So with this in mind, I’m planning for the next weeks ahead around, ‘What a Wonderful World’ and ‘Moving On.’ We will look together at some new stories, places around the world and wonderful people who help us.

Each week as always, we will follow a focus to our topic and these may look a little bit like this.
· The Naughty Bus story and introduction into our theme
· Travelling by train around the UK-The train ride story
· Anna Hibiscus song – we will travel to Africa by plane
· Sharing a Shell – Back to the UK for a staycation

· The Girl The Bear and the Magic shoes – to help us think how we can move on and have new adventures.

Throughout the term we will be learning all about the different countries and places within them. We will be looking at and making the flags from the countries and tasting different foods linked to the places.
Through our online learning, we will encourage the children to make different forms of transport and use their imagination in role play learning by making; a holiday shop, under the sea or the beach!
During the last weeks of this half term it is a time to discuss and think about our journey at Longton Primary School and what the new year ahead will hold.

Reading: 

In our phonics we have been concentrating on phase 3, at school we will assess the children to see if they can remember and use the phase 3 phonemes and tricky words. If they are ready to move on then this half term I will be adding phase 4 powerpoints, but if they need to consolidate some of the phase 3 sounds then we will continue to teach phase 3.
Please continue to read with your child. Encourage your child to talk about the story and ask them to explain what is happening to develop their comprehension.

Writing:

In our learning we will be encouraging children to write for different purposes writing passports, postcards, lists and stories. Remember to encourage your  child to write in full sentences using capital letters and full stops and remembering to use ‘finger spaces’. We will be planning lots of activities that involve independent writing and so a little practise at home would be useful. E.G you could sound out words for your child and they find the correct letters from an alphabet to write down. Also practising the tricky words with your child is a great help to their reading and writing.
Maths
Maths as always is very number based, I cannot remind you enough that the children need to know all the numbers from 1-20, recognise them, order them add and subtract them, know the number that comes before them and after them.   We want your child to succeed as much as possible and be ready for their adventures in Year 1.
We are continuing to develop their number work through activities such as counting, adding 1 more and understanding that taking away 1 is 1 less. We will be looking again at 2D shapes and moving on to look at 3D shape and their properties.

We will also be using positional language to describe where objects are and also looking at ‘money’!!!! 
Snack money is due for the last half term – we are just asking for £5.00 to hopefully see us through.
Thank you as always for your continued support in your child’s learning at home and at Longton Primary School and many more years to follow. It has been a very strange year and has made us all think very differently how we can work together – just remember;
‘Life is like a camera….just focus on what’s important, capture the good times, develop from the negative and if things don’t turn out just take another shot.’
