	Lesson Objective


	Which skills will children use to demonstrate their understanding?

	Science: To identify and compare the suitability of everyday materials, including wood, metal, plastic, glass, brick, rock, paper and cardboard, for particular uses.
	Expected

Children will sort a range of materials by identifying their origins.

Children will be able to explain where materials have come from.

	Which materials would be best for building?

Main Teaching: 
Working in smaller groups, show the children a selection of materials and ask them to sort them into groups, explaining the criteria used. Introduce the idea of where the materials have originated from as a way of sorting. As a class discuss the origin of the materials. (Use reference books or You Tube clips to explain the manufacture of certain materials).
Independent /Group Activities: 
Children to sort a range of materials into groups of natural and manufactured materials. (Photograph results) In small groups discuss the qualities of the different materials. Which would be most suitable for building materials? Why isn’t cardboard used? Why do we have glass windows? What was the problem with the building materials at the time of the fire? (wood/ straw)
Individually children to write a report recommending suitable materials for building and suggesting those that should be avoided, giving reasons.
Plenary: 
Remind the children of the story of the Three Little Pigs- if they were around at the time of the Great Fire of London which material would you recommend that they built a house out of and why? Children to volunteer their suggestions, giving reasons.
